The MAIN Scene may or may not be written by you. It may be part of a 
larger script or a stand alone piece.  It must be only 2 to 3 minutes in 
length (2 to 3 pages) for 2 to 3 characters** for a studio shoot.  Include 
a story synopsis and a list of props; costumes, set pieces and setting that 
are essential to the scene.   
 

*Original: not having been previously produced for film, TV or digitally. 
**Scenes with very young children and /or live animals cannot be 
accommodated.

Include professional CV/resume, filmography, 50-word 
and 500-word bios (samples available), plus an electronic 
portrait photo (JPG) of you for promotional use.
