o Review character functions in film:
. Main characters: protagonist, antagonist, love interest
" Supporting roles (confidante, catalyst, add mass and weight/prestige and
power)
" To add dimension (comic relief, contrasting)
" Thematic characters (balance, voice of, writer’'s pov, audience’s pov)
o Identify the function of characters in your MAIN Scene.

INNER and OUTER MOTIVATIONS and CONFLICTS:

o Hear your MAIN Scene script read out loud and receive input and feedback

stopping them from getting what they want (inner and outer conflict); what they
want (outer motivation) versus what they need (inner motivation).
